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School Uniform Policy Compliance                  Checklist – Statutory Guidance
This document is intended to be used alongside the statutory guidance provided by Government. It provides a summary of the actions schools are expected to take, and the provision that is expected to be in place.
The government intends to make this a legal requirement from September 2026 through the Children’s Wellbeing and Schools Bill.
Schools are strongly advised to take the recommended limit into account now when planning uniform requirements for 2026.
This document will be updated on completion of the Children’s Wellbeing and School Bill’s passage through Parliament.
Governance
· The school has a formal school uniform policy approved by the governing body.
· The governing body understands it is responsible for compliance with the new statutory guidance.
· The uniform policy has been reviewed considering the new statutory guidance.
· The uniform policy is regularly reviewed by a nominated staff member.
· The school’s complaints process covers uniform-related complaints.
Accessibility
· The uniform policy has considered the Equality Act 2010, religious and cultural needs, and disability and sensory needs.
· The uniform policy is published on the school’s website, is easily located, and is kept updated.
· The uniform policy is written in clear, plain language.
· The uniform policy is readily available and communicated to those without access/limited access to the school’s website.
· Parents/carers are clearly told who to contact with uniform concerns.


Uniform branding
· The uniform policy clearly lists all compulsory and optional branded and non-branded items of uniform.
· Any PE kit uniform is covered in the same detail as above.
· Any uniform for extracurricular activities and school-facilitated events is covered in the same detail as above.
· There are no more than three compulsory branded items (+1 if a tie for secondary schools).
*Branded items include logos, names, and distinctive colours, designs, fabrics, or trims.
Costs
· The school has considered the total cost of the uniform, as well as the cost for families with more than one child.
· Pupils are not excluded from education or activities due to inability to afford uniform items.
Purchasing
· The uniform policy explains where uniform items can be purchased, naming specific suppliers for branded items.
· The uniform policy explains where families can access support to cover the cost of uniform.
· The uniform policy explains where and how second-hand uniform can be accessed.
· The uniform policy explains where and how families can donate items (if appropriate).
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
